
Ahilya Fort

Ahilya Fort is a delightful 18th century heritage property located on a cliff above the banks of the Narmada river and is a perfect retreat for those wanting an authentic experience away from main tourist areas.

Rising up from the Narmada River, Ahilya Fort is the perfect location for a few days away from it all. Built in the 18th century by Ahilya Bai Holkar, the fort has been lovingly transformed into a boutique heritage retreat. 

Your host is Prince Shivaji Rao Holkar who makes sure your visit is magical. The food is exceptional – with organic ingredients used from the garden. You can even learn the tricks to making wonderful Indian cuisine. The Chef produces delicious continental and Indian food. There is no formal dining room. A la carte breakfast is served on the ramparts of the fort, overlooking the river. Lunch is served in a shady, leafy courtyard or on the patio. Candlelit dinners are served in the garden by the pool or on the terrace. Maheshwar is an all inclusive hotel so all meals, soft drinks, beverages of all kinds, and snacks are included, along with boating and all local excursions.

There is one suite with separate sitting room and a spacious balcony overlooking the temples and the river, 7 superior rooms with either balcony or river view, 4 standard rooms and two luxurious tents with spectacular river views set in a private garden. The rooms are prettily furnished in neutral, natural fabrics.

This untouched corner of India has a plethora of things to do and see including the city of Mandu or the island temple of Omkareshwar. You can take a boat out on the river at sunset for a memorable and unforgettable experience. Ahilya is a place where guests return time and time again, and everyone leaves with a heavy heart.
