
Bagh Van

Bagh Van is the second CC Africa / Taj lodge to open in Madhya Pradesh and has put Pench National Park back onto the map. Its 12 sumptious cottages surround a central bungalow housing the delightful sitting areas. 

Pench National Park is only a 2 hour drive from Nagpur which has direct flights from Bombay, Delhi and Calcutta, making Bagh Van highly accessible for a short visit, or a good starting point for a circuit of the National Parks in Madhya Pradesh.


The Lodge is only minutes from the main entrance of the Park and has been amazingly constructed. The 12 suites comprise of two buildings interconnected by a private courtyard. The air-conditioned bedrooms features delightful Mughal Miniature paintings with a private sit out terrace complete with a charming swing. Passing through the courtyard, the bathroom features indoor and outdoor showers. Above the bathroom is a ‘Machan’ meaning jungle platform, that by day is a glorious shaded sit out area, and by night can be enveloped in a mosquito net and a bedspread for a night under the stars. 


The guest areas feature an inviting swimming pool. The main bungalow has a 50s feel, the sitting areas are the perfect place to relax after a game drive and talk with fellow guests whilst being served high tea, or later an assorted collection of drinks as the sun sets.


Meals at Bagh Van are a delight in themselves, the range and variety of the food is scintillating, and where possible food is sought locally.


The main thing that sets a CC Africa / Taj lodge far above the rest is the game experience. The naturalists are trained by CC Africa’s experts and spend hours perfecting the art. Instead of being solely obsessed on seeing big cats, they bring the park to life by showcasing the variety on offer. Pench has an abundance of wildlife from the Tiger, Leopard, dhol (Indian Wild Dog), wolf, hyena, jackal and jungle cat. The prey species comprise of chital, sambhar, muntjac, gaur, wild boar, langur and rhesus macaques. There are over 300 varieties of birds in the Park. The Park also has some of the least amounts of visitors meaning your game drive is largely uninterrupted. The Lodge has 6 seater 4x4s which rise up from bottom to top offering exceptional views.
