The Mahua Kothi is the flagship property of the Taj / CC Africa venture, into the tiger reserves of Central India and is located in the largely untouched Bandhavgarh National Park. 

Built with the environment and conservation in mind, the 12 suites or ‘Kutiyas’ offer unparalleled levels of comfort, yet constructed using the local techniques and tastes of Madya Pradesh. With shaded seating areas and private courtyards, the Kutiyas offer a romantic retreat after a day in search of the wonderful wildlife Bandhavgarh has to offer. The lodge has a swimming pool, interactive kitchen and offers the highest standard of safari viewing by CC Africa trained naturalists. In short, the Mahua Kothi has taken the art of wildlife viewing to new levels, whilst maintaining a dedicated approach to conservation and responsible travel.

· Accommodation 12 Suites or ’Kutiyas’. 

· Getting there 8hr flight to Delhi, 1hr flight to Khajuraho then 7hr transfer by car. 

· Children welcome but no facilities. 

· Facilities A 600 sq ft veranda runs the length of the building with generous built-in seats. Safari shop, library, swimming pool, restaurant. 

· Free activities All scheduled safari activities (including elephant safaris). 

· Weather March to June has average temperatures of 30-40 degrees, the monsoon breaks about mid June until September. Winter offers average temperatures of about 18 degrees and it can drop to freezing at night. 

· Services Expert Naturalists and a comprehensive wildlife package, laundry, emergency medical evacuation. 

· Other Full board basis including soft drinks, house wines, house spirits and local beers, all park fees and government taxes.
