Built by Edward Lutyens in the 1950s, The Claridges is a small and personal property with easy access to the sights and shops of Delhi. 

The Claridges has been a landmark in Lutyens Delhi since the 1950’s. The hotel is a low-rise building, divided into two wings and the recently renovated new wing has well appointed rooms and suites with modern facilities. At the front of the property, there is a lovely lawn for afternoon tea and to the rear of the property, there is a swimming pool and health club.
